Secretary PSQCA, Mr. Ghulam Umer Kazi attended 1st meeting of Governing Board of SARSO
First meeting of the Governing Board (GB) of South Asian Regional Standardization Organization (SARSO) was held from 14-15 December, 2011 in Dhaka, Bangladesh. Mr. Ghulam Umer Kazi, Secretary Pakistan Standards and Quality Control Authority (PSQCA) represented Pakistan in the meeting. The meeting considered the status of the (i) SAARC Agreement on Multilateral Arrangement on Recognition of Conformity Assessment; and (ii) SAARC Agreement on Implementation of Regional.  The GB also considered the report of the second meeting of Sectoral Technical Committee on Food and Agricultural Products (Dhaka, Bangladesh, 12-13 December 2011) to consider harmonizing the standards of Vegetable Ghee, Biscuits, Instant Noodles, Skimmed Milk Powder and Refined Sugar.  The Board also reviewed the progress in PTB-SAARC cooperation in the fields of Metrology, Accreditation and raising awareness of standards in the SAARC region. The board was initially briefed by Bangladesh on the current status of arrangements being made to set up SARSO. It is important to mention here that SARSO is established on 25th August, 2011 under the agreement of the SAARC member countries with the headquarter at Dhaka, Bangladesh.
