Karachi: 30th June 2009,   Government of Pakistan has decided to take proper action against the manufacturers of sub standards goods as to encourage the manufacturers of quality products in the country  Budget to be increased for media campaign, improve the quality consciousness among the consumers of the country through Media Campaign for the use of quality and standardized products and also discourage the purchase of sub standards goods. Creating consumers awareness to demand standardized products and resist for sub-standards industrial items. This stated by Federal Secretary for Science and technology   Mr. Muhammad Kashif Murtaza during his visit to Pakistan Standards & Quality Control Authority (PSQCA). He ordered that the Mobile Testing Lab. is to be mobilized in weekly bazaars of Karachi as the products will be check on the spot and action will be taken against the manufacturers of sub standards products. He said Authority may not compromise on Quality issues and must ensure quality consciousness among the common consumer and no such negligence be tolerated.  PSQCA will generate the revenue and increase the standardized products and focus be given on compulsory items.  The Federal Secretary stated that adoption of Standards Specifications prepared by the PSQCA is most essential to the economic growth of Pakistan; every effort need to be made for strengthening quality of our manufacturing products, its only possible to adopt standardization and quality culture in our industries as to provide quality products and for the development of standardization in other sector. He said that special attention is giving in reference to the improvement for the industrial standardization, enhancement of the standard of the manufacturing product in the country. He added that the Standardized and Quality Culture would facilitate the business community in more benefiting to meet the challenges. He took serious notice for non compliance of Pakistan Standards, manufacturing and sale of sub-standards goods. He said that the PSQCA must ensure issuance of licenses, only to those manufacturers who fully comply with its requirements relating to quality and standards as well. The Federal Secretary further directed to make proper change for removal of contradict clauses in Pure Food Laws and other food and agriculture Rules as to meet the requirement of PSQCA Act VI of 1996. He further directed to issue public notices to the industrialist those involve in manufacturing of listed compulsory standardize items and their products are not certified by PSQCA.  A proper media campaign will also start in this regard. He also informed that an action plan is prepared to check sub standard products in market and identify the defaulters.  He added a result oriented work is need by PSQCA by focusing on capacity development to the management and effective monitoring system that is necessary for improvement of quality system in the interest of economy of the country. The Director General of PSQCA Mr. Aftab Ahmad Memon welcomes the Federal Secretary on his reaching at PSQCA and also gave a formal briefing. In his exhaustive briefing the touched upon the aspects of developed and undeveloped projects their achievements and other relevant issues. The Federal Secretary showed keen interest in the working and performance of the PSQCA and assured his full support in increasing the effectiveness of the Authority to achieve its assigned mandate.  
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
