They shall have an agreeable odour typical of well-baked wafer biscuits, and shall be free from soapy or other objectionable flavours, insect and fungus infestation.

The demand for wafers suitable for serving with ice-cream or for the production of plain, filled or coated wafers is gradually on the increase. In the manufacture of wafers, the consistency and composition of the batter, mixing time, baking time, and temperature are of considerable importance.
